Curriculum - Global theme overview, including English outcomes                                                                                                        As children begin their journey in reception, they will explore their
similarities and differences and how diversity is something to be 
celebrated through the text: All Are Welcome by Alexandra Penfold. 
We will learn about our school’s character skills and use these skills to
support our learning around how to treat others in our school 
community.  

Physical, Social and Emotional Development 
We will be meeting the other members of our class and sharing information about ourselves. We will be learning about how to be a positive member of the Woodhill community through our school values and character skills. 

Communication and Language 
We will be learning to listen carefully and share our knowledge, experiences and ideas with others. We will talk about what makes us special and practise asking questions about the things we hear and see. 

Physical Development 
We will be developing our physical skills through play. We will develop our fine motor control by using tools such as scissors, tweezers and pencils to practise little movements. We will be using our bodies to move around outside, through activities such as completing an obstacle course to develop our gross motor control.
Literacy 
We will enjoy a range of books about people from different communities. As a class we will discuss aspects that are similar and different to our own and practise asking questions about the things we hear and see in the books that we read. We will begin to learn to read using our phonics program through linking sounds to letters, and we will focus on writing our names.
Maths
We will be learning to count reliably to 10 and recognise these numbers using Numicon to help our learning. We will also be learning to recognise numbers important to us, such as our door number or our birthday. We will be using shapes in our play to make models or patterns and learn to identify and name shapes by their properties.
