Curriculum-global theme overview, including English outcomes                                                                                                   Building on our learning about identify and diversity, children 
will learn about the important role, food plays in every culture both day to day and in celebrations.  Through the text, Lunch at 10 Pomegranate Street by
Felicita Sala the children will learn about different dishes from around
The world and practice following the recipes to make them. 

Physical, Social and Emotional Development 
We will be learning to keep an open mind and try new foods. We will practice sharing our likes and dislikes about the different food we eat. We will practice turn taking and sharing with our friends when we play. Listening and responding to their ideas and including these ideas in our play. 

Communication and Language 
We will be learning to listen carefully and share our knowledge, experiences and ideas with others. We will talk about what foods we like and dislike and practice asking questions about other people’s preferences. We will strengthen our listening and attention skills by listening to the Adult’s instructions so that we can follow different recipes.  

Physical Development 
We will develop our fine motor control so that we can write. Using tools such as scissors, tweezers and pencils to strengthen our hands and practise little movements. We will be learning about the healthy diets and the important role food plays in keeping us healthy and strong. 
Literacy 
We will enjoy a range of fiction and non-fiction books about food. As a class we will discuss aspects that are similar and different to our own and practice asking questions about the things we hear and see in the books that we read. We will use our phonics learning, linking sounds to letters, and we will focus on using our sounds for writing words and simple sentences.

Reading

We ask that you try to read with your child every day at home for ten minutes. Please share feedback with us about how they got on, or the difficulty level of the reading book. We appreciate all parental feedback. 


It has been so lovely to see so many children reading with parents at home and earning their reading certificates. Please continue to read at home with your child. We are keeping track of how many books each child reads as part of the Reading Challenge total.
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Maths
We will be learning about measurement, and how to weigh and measure food items for recipes. We will also be learning to sequence events in order from start to finish, so that we can share new recipes with one another.  In Numbers, we will focus on finding numbers that are one more and one less to five before we move on to addition and subtraction. 

Understanding the World 
We will be exploring the world around us through our core text and 
learning about different cultural celebrations like Diwali, Hanukkah,
Christmas and Kwanza.  

Expressive Arts and Design 
We will be exploring how food is used to make art. Focusing on works by the artist Giuseppe Arcimboldo, and using his food themed portraits to create our own.
