Year Six’s learning this half term:


This term, Year Six will be focusing on the theme of Peace & Conflict 


and how this can impact the lives of different people. They will 


explore the theme through their core text for this half term, 


The Other Side of Truth by Beverley Naidoo. This book explores  


life as a refugee child and the uncertainty of living


in a new country. The text will help the children to explore the 


difficulties of coping in a new environment with no one to guide you.


Linked to this, the class will work together on a project, the outcome 


of which will be a persuasive letter requesting that a character helps 


another in need; showing a deeper understanding.


The children will also be developing their learning in order to think 


critically about both sides of an argument and to consider all viewpoints. 





Maths:  Maths lessons this half term will focus on the children developing their understanding of angles. They will also begin to look at different strategies for measuring and calculating angles, as well as continuing to practice mathematical reasoning in the form of word problems and investigations.  The children will also focus on their arithmetic to ensure they can recall different strategies confidently.

Year 6’s learning this half term:


Art: They will be creating a variety of smaller outcomes this half term, some of these 


will include: watercolours to use colour to show emotions, a silhouette in the style of a 


famous artist and create a mood board that expresses emotions. 





RE: This half term the children will be learning about how grief and bereavement is dealt with through various different religions.  


Science: They recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines then use this idea to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye. They will be able to explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes.
