English:


This term, Year Six will be focusing on the theme of Identity and Diversity 


and how this can impact the lives of different people. They will 


explore the theme through their core text for this term, 


Stella by Starlight by Sharon. M. Draper. This book explores  


life during segregation in America. The text will help the children to explore 


the difficulties of coping in a world where choices were unfair.


Linked to this, the class will work together on a writing outcome, 


of which will be a non- linear narrative where they are able to show a variety 


of writing skills, including the use of sentence structure for variety and a range 


of vocabulary for impact and effect.





Maths:  Maths lessons this term will focus on the children developing their understanding of how to apply skills they have learned this year. They will continue to develop their understanding of arithmetic using technology and practise mathematical reasoning in the form of word problems. Later in the term they will complete a variety of investigations linked to different real life scenarios and will enjoy a final enterprise project in the last part of the year.
