Year Five’s learning this half term:                                                  





English: 


This term, Year Five will be focusing on the topic of World War Two and the impact it had on different people’s lives. They will explore the theme through their core text for this term, Letters from the Lighthouse by Emma Carrol. This book explores the fictional story of a young girl who is evacuated to Devon and who is trying to solve the mystery of her sister's whereabouts. The text will help the children to explore what life was like for different people during the war and the impact it had on certain minority groups. Linked to this, the class will work on their figurative and emotive language devices to create a persuasive letter to convince their reader why it is important to help the Jewish refugees. Within this letter, the children will be writing formally to create a non-biased letter detailing the facts around the Jews fleeing but still considering why it might affect the people who reside in Devon. Through the use of devices and direct language they will be presenting and reflecting on why their letters are effective. 





Maths:  Maths lessons this term will focus on decimals and angles. They will continue to develop their understanding of arithmetic using technology and practise mathematical reasoning in the form of word problems. Later in the term they will complete a variety of investigations linked to different real-life scenarios and will enjoy coaching activities to support their understanding.

Year 5’s learning this term:


Art: In art lessons, the children will be creating portraits of hidden figures from WW2. They will be looking at camouflage pallets to create backgrounds linked to our main theme of war.

their learning about Earth and space. We will investigate how night and day happen, and the phases of the moon. Our trip to The Royal Greenwich Observary will inform their learning.
